mankind—regardless of what those needs may be.

The Articles of the Covenant of Prosperity

According to the Covenant of Prosperity...

Gen 1:28 says that God blessed man and said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply,
replenish the earth, subdue it and have dominion over it.”
(According to Isa 51:1-3, we’ve taken back the Garden of Eden.)

Gen 1:29 says that God gave me every herb bearing seed which is upon the face of all the
earth, and every tree, in the which is the fruit of a tree yielding seed; to me it shall
be for meat (or for provision).

Gen 6:18 says that God established a covenant with Noah and that he was to come into
the ark.

Gen 8:22 While the earth remaineth, seedtime and harvest shall not cease.

Gen 9:7 And you, be ye fruitful and multiply; bring forth abundantly in the earth, and
multiply therein.

Gen 12:2 I will bless thee and make thy name great; and you shall be a blessing.
Gen 13:2 And Abram was very rich in cattle, silver and in gold.

Gen 13:5-6 And Lot also which went with Abram, had flocks and herds and tents. Their
substance was great.

Gen 13:17 Arise, walk through the land in the length of it and in the breadth of it; for I
will give it to you.

Gen 14:19.23 Blessed be Abram of the most high God, possessor of heaven and earth. I
will not take anything that is yours, lest you should say “I have made Abram,
rich.”

Gen 15:1 Fear not Abram: I am your shield and your exceeding great reward. I am your
rapidly increasing money supply.

Gen 22:8 Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb. (Vs. 14,
Jehovah-Jireh)

Gen 26:12-14 Isaac sowed (in the land of famine) and received in that same year an
hundredfold: and the Lord blessed him. And the man waxed great and went
forward and grew until he became very great. For he had possession of flocks and
possession of herds and great store of servants; and the Philistines envied him.



Gen 30:27, 30 And Laban said unto Jacob “Stay, for I have learned by experience that
the Lord has blessed me because of you.” Jacob said, “You had little when I
came, but now it has increased—broken forth—into a multitude.”
