Election Prayer Guide  
 
1. Authority 

 
o Ephesians 1:17-23 (AMPC) [For I always pray to] the God of our Lord Jesus 

Christ, the Father of glory, that He may grant you a spirit of wisdom and revelation 
[of insight into mysteries and secrets] in the [deep and intimate] knowledge of Him, 
by having the eyes of your heart flooded with light, so that you can know and 
understand the hope to which He has called you, and how rich is His glorious 
inheritance in the saints (His set-apart ones)… 
 
So that you can know and understand] what is the immeasurable and unlimited and 
surpassing greatness of His power in and for us who believe, as demonstrated in the 
working of His mighty strength, which He exerted in Christ when He raised Him from 
the dead and seated Him at His [own] right hand in the heavenly [places], far above 
all rule and authority and power and dominion and every name that is named [above 
every title that can be conferred], not only in this age and in this world, but also in 
the age and the world which are to come.  
 
And He has put all things under His feet and has appointed Him the universal and 
supreme Head of the church [a headship exercised throughout the church], Which is 
His body, the fullness of Him Who fills all in all [for in that body lives the full 
measure of Him Who makes everything complete, and Who fills everything 
everywhere with Himself]. 

o Ephesians 2:6 (AMPC) And He raised us up together with Him and made us sit 
down together [giving us joint seating with Him] in the heavenly sphere [by virtue of 
our being] in Christ Jesus (the Messiah, the Anointed One). 

o Philippians 2:9-11 (NKJV) Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given 
Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should 
bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth,  and 
that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God  
the Father. 
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o Matthew 18:18 (AMPC) Truly I tell you, whatever you forbid and declare to be 
improper and unlawful on earth must be what is already forbidden in heaven, and 
whatever you permit and declare proper and lawful on earth must be what is already 
permitted in heaven. 

o Luke 10:19 (NKJV) Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and 
scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means  
hurt you. 

o Psalm 33:12 (KJV) Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord; and the people 
whom he hath chosen for his own inheritance. 

 
o Pray this prayer: 
 

Father, in Jesus’ Name, we thank You that we are seated in heavenly places in Christ 
Jesus. We thank You that You put all things under the feet of Jesus and gave Him to 
be head over all things to the Church. Therefore, we take our authority as believers 
and as citizens of the United States of America where the elections are concerned.  
In the Name of Jesus, according to Philippians 2:10, all corruption in this nation must 
bow to the Name of Jesus. You said, “Blessed is the Nation whose God is the Lord.” 
We declare that you are God of the United States, and this is a blessed nation, in 
Jesus’ Name! 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 
2. Corruption 

 
o Genesis 1:26 (AMPC) God said, Let Us [Father, Son, and Holy Spirit] make 

mankind in Our image, after Our likeness, and let them have complete authority over 
the fish of the sea, the birds of the air, the [tame] beasts, and over all of the earth, 
and over everything that creeps upon the earth. 

o Luke 8:17 (AMPC) For there is nothing hidden that shall not be disclosed, nor 
anything secret that shall not be known and come out into the open. 

o Psalms 21:11-13 (NLT) Although they plot against you, their evil schemes will  
never succeed. For they will turn and run when they see your arrows aimed at them. 
Rise up, O LORD, in all your power. With music and singing we celebrate your 
mighty acts.  

o Job 5:12-13 (NLT) He frustrates the plans of schemers so the work of their hands 
will not succeed. He traps the wise in their own cleverness so their cunning schemes 
are thwarted. 

o Proverbs 14:34 (NKJV) Righteousness exalts a nation, but sin is a reproach 
to any people. 
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o Jeremiah 1:9-10 (NKJV) Then the Lord put forth His hand and touched my mouth, 

and the Lord said to me: “Behold, I have put My words in your mouth. See, I have  
this day set you over the nations and over the kingdoms, to root out and to pull down, 
to destroy and to throw down, to build and to plant.” 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 

In the Name of Jesus, we take our stand against corruption as children of God,  
voters, taxpayers, and citizens of the United States of America. Corruption must be 
eradicated for the sake of this election, future elections, and future generations. 
Therefore, we root it out according to Jeremiah 1:9-10. We stand in faith, believing 
for whatever needs to be rooted out, pulled down, and destroyed in Jesus’ Name. 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 

3. First of All – Those in Authority 
 

o 1 Timothy 2:1-4 (KJV) I exhort therefore, that, first of all, supplications, prayers, 
intercessions, and giving of thanks, be made for all men; For kings, and for all that 
are in authority; that we may lead a quiet and peaceable life in all godliness and 
honesty. For this is good and acceptable in the sight of God our Saviour; Who will 
have all men to be saved, and to come unto the knowledge of the truth. 

o Proverbs 8:15-16 (MSG) With my help, leaders rule, and lawmakers legislate fairly; 
With my help, governors govern, along with all in legitimate authority. 

o Proverbs 29:2 (AMPC) When the [uncompromisingly] righteous are in authority, 
the people rejoice; but when the wicked man rules, the people groan and sigh. 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 
Father, in the Name of Jesus, we pray over the upcoming Elections. According to  
1 Timothy 2:1-2, we offer supplications, prayers, intercessions, and giving of thanks 
on behalf of all those in authority. We pray and intercede for all leaders in the 
executive, judicial, and legislative branches of our government. According to 
Proverbs 29:2, we believe that we receive uncompromisingly righteous leaders in all 
seats of authority. Our leaders will do what is pleasing in the sight of the Lord. We 
take our place and our stand of faith, and we pray, and we vote righteously. In Jesus’ 
Name, Amen. 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
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4. Polls and Ballots 

 

o Luke 8:17 (AMPC) For there is nothing hidden that shall not be disclosed, nor 
anything secret that shall not be known and come out into the open. 

o Exodus 18:21 (AMPC) Moreover, you shall choose able men from all the people—
God-fearing men of truth who hate unjust gain—and place them over thousands, 
hundreds, fifties, and tens, to be their rulers.  

o Proverbs 11:14 (NIV) For lack of guidance a nation falls, but victory is won  
through many advisers. 

o Deuteronomy 1:13 (AMPC) Choose wise, understanding, experienced, and  
respected men according to your tribes, and I will make them heads over you. 

 
o Pray this prayer: 

 
Father, in the Name of Jesus, we take our authority over the polls and ballots.  
We plead the Blood of Jesus over every voter and every vote cast in this election. 
Father, we take authority over voter fraud. We declare that our vote is our voice, and 
our voice is the voice of righteousness.  
 
According to Exodus 18:21, we choose able and God-fearing leaders of truth who 
hate unjust gain. According to Deuteronomy 1:13, we also choose wise,  
understanding, experienced, and respected leaders. We thank You that through  
our vote, we have the right and privilege to choose our own officials through fair and 
uncorrupted elections.  
 
Also, we pray for all the polling officials in every state, every county, every precinct. 
We thank You that they are honest and trustworthy men and women. According to 
Luke 8:17, we believe that everything hidden and covert will be made known and 
come out into the open. In Jesus’ Name! 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 

5. The Awakening 

 

o 1 Corinthians 15:34 (KJV) Awake to righteousness, and sin not; for some have not 
the knowledge of God: 

o Ephesians 5:14 (AMPC) Therefore He says, Awake, O sleeper, and arise from  
the dead, and Christ shall shine (make day dawn) upon you and give you light. 
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o Romans 13:11 (AMPC) Besides this you know what [a critical] hour this is, how it 
is high time now for you to wake up out of your sleep (rouse to reality). For salvation 
(final deliverance) is nearer to us now than when we first believed (adhered to, 
trusted in, and relied on Christ, the Messiah). 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 
In the Name of Jesus, Father, we lift up to You all of America. We pray for an 
Awakening unto God. According to 1 Corinthians 15:34, we pray for an Awakening 
to righteousness in each life. We pray that the eyes of their understanding be 
enlightened to know You and the hope to which You have called them.  
 
Lord, awaken people to Your mercies; stir them, shake them. We pray they will have 
eyes to see and ears to hear. Send laborers across their path; people they will hear and 
that are anointed to speak into their lives. Let there be such a move of Your Spirit 
across this nation that even the most stubborn and hardest of hearts will melt in the 
presence of Your love. Awaken them to the reality of Your coming, Lord Jesus! Use 
us now Lord as we pray in the Spirit for an awakening unto You. In Jesus’ Name! 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 

6. Harvest 
 

o Matthew 9:37-38 (KJV) Then saith he unto his disciples, The harvest truly is 
plenteous, but the labourers are few; Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that 
he will send forth labourers into his harvest. 

o John 4:35 (ESV) Do you not say, ‘There are yet four months, then comes the 
harvest’? Look, I tell you, lift up your eyes, and see that the fields are white  
for harvest. 

o James 3:18 (AMPC) And the harvest of righteousness (of conformity to God’s will  
in thought and deed) is [the fruit of the seed] sown in peace by those who work 
for and make peace [in themselves and in others, that peace which means concord, 
agreement, and harmony between individuals, with undisturbedness, in a peaceful 
mind free from fears and agitating passions and moral conflicts]. 

o Amos 9:13 (MSG) “Yes indeed, it won’t be long now.” God’s Decree. “Things are 
going to happen so fast your head will swim, one thing fast on the heels of the other. 
You won’t be able to keep up. Everything will be happening at once—and everywhere 
you look, blessings!” 
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o Pray this prayer: 
 
We thank You for the harvest of souls. Lord, according to Matthew 9:38, You said to 
pray for the Lord of the harvest to send laborers out for the harvest. So we thank You 
that the laborers are out in the fields, bringing in the harvest of souls.  
 
Thank You also for the financial harvest. We thank You according to Amos 9:13,  
the reaper is overtaking the sower; and everywhere we look, there is blessing. In 
Jesus’ Name! 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 
7. Justice 

 
o Isaiah 59:4 (NKJV) No one calls for justice, nor does any plead for truth. They trust 

in empty words and speak lies; They conceive evil and bring forth iniquity. 
o Isaiah 32:16-18 (AMPC) Then justice will dwell in the wilderness, and righteousness 

(moral and spiritual rectitude in every area and relation) will abide in the fruitful 
field. And the effect of righteousness will be peace [internal and external], and the 
result of righteousness will be quietness and confident trust forever. My people shall 
dwell in a peaceable habitation, in safe dwellings, and in quiet resting-places. 

o Isaiah 61:8 (AMPC) For I the Lord love justice; I hate robbery and wrong with 
violence or a burnt offering. And I will faithfully give them their recompense in truth, 
and I will make an everlasting covenant or league with them. 

o Psalm 97:1-2 (NKJV) The Lord reigns; Let the earth rejoice; Let the multitude of 
isles be glad! Clouds and darkness surround Him; Righteousness and justice are the 
foundation of His throne. 

 
o Pray this prayer: 

 
Father, in the Name of Jesus, according to Isaiah 59:4, we call for justice in our nation. 
According to Isaiah 61:8, You love justice, and You hate robbery and wrong with 
violence. Therefore, this election will not be stolen from the righteous. According to 
Psalm 97:2, righteousness and justice are the foundation of Your throne. Therefore, we 
come to the throne of grace that we may receive help in time of need. In Jesus’ Name, 
we believe we receive Your help. 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
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8. Economy 
 

o Deuteronomy 8:18 (AMPC) But you shall [earnestly] remember the Lord your God, 
for it is He Who gives you power to get wealth, that He may establish His covenant 
which He swore to your fathers, as it is this day. 

o Malachi 3:10 (NKJV) Bring all the tithes into the storehouse, That there may be 
food in My house, And try Me now in this,” Says the Lord of hosts, “If I will not open 
for you the windows of heaven And pour out for you such blessing That there 
will not be room enough to receive it. 

o Romans 13:8 (AMPC) Keep out of debt and owe no man anything, except to love 
one another; for he who loves his neighbor [who practices loving others] has fulfilled 
the Law [relating to one’s fellowmen, meeting all its requirements]. 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 
Father, we thank You in the Name of Jesus that financial darkness has been rolled 
back by the entrance of Your truth by the Word. We loose heaven’s economy into the 
earth. According to Malachi 3:10, we thank You that You will pour out such blessing 
that there will not be room enough to receive it. We thank You for the BLESSING 
over this nation and in this nation—because of the Church and because of the tithers 
in this nation. Lord, we thank You that through the BLESSING America will prosper. 
In Jesus’ Name! 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 
9. Violence 

 
o Isaiah 60:18 (AMPC) Violence shall no more be heard in your land, nor devastation 

or destruction within your borders, but you shall call your walls Salvation and your 
gates Praise. 

o Isaiah 59:19 (AMPC) When the enemy shall come in like a flood, the Spirit of the 
Lord will lift up a standard against him and put him to flight [for He will come like a 
rushing stream which the breath of the Lord drives]. 

o Psalms 55:9 (AMPC) Destroy [their schemes], O Lord, confuse their tongues, for  
I have seen violence and strife in the city. 

o 2 Samuel 22:48-50 (AMPC) It is God Who executes vengeance for me and Who 
brought down [and disciplined] the peoples under me, Who brought me out from my 
enemies. You also lifted me up above those who rose up against me; You delivered me 
from the violent man. For this I will give thanks and extol You, O Lord, among the 
nations; I will sing praises to Your name. 
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o Psalm 18:1-3 (NKJV) I will love You, O Lord, my strength. The Lord is my rock and 
my fortress and my deliverer; My God, my strength, in whom I will trust; My shield 
and the horn of my salvation, my stronghold. I will call upon the Lord, who is 
worthy to be praised; So shall I be saved from my enemies. 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 
Father, according to Isaiah 60:18, violence shall no more be heard in our land, nor 
devastation or destruction within our borders. According to Psalm 18:1-3, thank You, 
God, You are our Rock, we trust in You. You are our Shield and our Refuge, and  
You save us from violence. We call upon You, Lord, Who is worthy to be praised,  
so we shall be saved from our enemies in the Name of Jesus. 
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord. 
 

10. Angels 
 

o Hebrews 1:14 (AMPC) Are not the angels all ministering spirits (servants) sent out 
in the service [of God for the assistance] of those who are to inherit salvation? 

o Psalms 103:20 (AMPC) Bless (affectionately, gratefully praise) the Lord, you  
His angels, you mighty ones who do His commandments, hearkening to the voice of 
His word. 

o Exodus 23:20-21 (AMPC) Behold, I send an Angel before you to keep and guard 
you on the way and to bring you to the place I have prepared. Give heed to Him, 
listen to and obey His voice; be not rebellious before Him or provoke Him, for He 
will not pardon your transgression; for My Name is in Him. 

o Psalms 91:11-12 (AMPC) For He will give His angels [especial] charge over you to 
accompany and defend and preserve you in all your ways [of obedience and service]. 
They shall bear you up on their hands, lest you dash your foot against a stone. 
 

o Pray this prayer: 
 
Father, according to Psalm 103:20, we thank You that the angels are hearkening to 
the voice of Your Word in our prayers today. We declare that angels are patrolling  
the borders of this nation; they are guarding the polling places and the voting booths. 
According to Hebrews 1:14, they are all ministering spirits sent forth to minister to 
those who will inherit salvation. According to Psalm 91:11, thank You that angels  
are accompanying and defending us in all our ways of obedience and service.  
 

o Continue to pray as the Holy Spirit leads. Pray in tongues. Worship the Lord.
